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REGULATION ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF
DISASTER RISK MANAGEMENT COUNCIL
AND EMERGENCY FUND

WHWREAS, it has been found necessary to establish a
Disaster Risk Management Council that will provide the
various stakeholders with cooperation; induction;
coordination and accountability as well as effectively
implement the National Disaster Risk Management
Policy at the Addis Ababa City level,

WHWREAS, it has become necessary to the victim of
the damage requires extremely high resources to
rehabilitate the City's residents in Addis Ababa City
Government, the human, property that causes the
damage of resident displacement when disasters are
caused by natural and man-made causes;

WHWREAS, it has been found necessary to support for
disaster victims by ensuring disaster readiness,
restoration and resources needed through the process of
sustainable rehabilitation and establish a performance
procedure for the collection and administration of
emergency humanitarian aid;

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NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article 94 of
the Addis Ababa City Government Executive Organs
Establishment and to Re-specify the Power and Duties
of the thereof Proclamation N0.84/2023, the Cabinet of
the Addis Ababa City Government has issued this
Regulation.

PART ONE

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title

This regulation may be cited as the "Addis Ababa
City Government Regulation on Establishment of
Disaster Risk Management Council and Emergency
Fund Regulation No. 191/2025".

2. Definition

In this regulation, unless the context provides

otherwise:

1. "City" means the Addis Ababa City;

2. "City Government" means the Addis Ababa
City Government;

3. "Proclamation” means the Addis Ababa City
Government Executive Organs Establishment
and to Re-specify the Power and Duties
Proclamation No. 84/2023,;

4. "Cabinet” means the Cabinet of Addis Ababa
City;

5. "Manager of the City" means the manager
with the powers and duties as indicated by
Article 24 of the amended Charter
Proclamation No. 361/2003 of the City
Government of Addis Ababa;

6. "Commission" means the Fire and Disaster
Risk Management Commission of Addis
Ababa City Government;

7. "Disaster” means any dangerous natural and
man-made event or condition that may occur
intentionally or unintentionally and cause
damage to the lives and property of the society
resulting in the disruption of the normal
livelihood as well as economic, social, and
environmental chaos;

8. “Disaster Readiness” means the establishment

and organization of the relevant knowledge and
capabilities that enable them to prevent and
respond to a potential disaster before it

happens;

"Emergency' means an event in which the

real-time and the damage it causes is
significant;
"Emergency Fund" means resources

collected from a wide variety of sources, either
financially or in kind, to be used in support of
disaster victims during the pre-disaster, disaster
and post-disaster period;

"Disaster Victim' means a person who has
been injured in a natural or man-made accident
directly or indirectly;

"Logistic"" means food and non-food
materials, shelters or tents reserved for disaster
reserves, clothing, basic consumer goods,
sanitation facilities, home and infrastructure
workstations, and so on;
"Emergency Humanitarian

Assistance"
means the temporary humanitarian response to
disaster victims in the event of a disaster
involving people, resources, and property if
they do not receive assistance from another
party and are proven unable to reach the point
of continuing their livelihood, including to save
lives and protect basic sources of living
income, as well as to ensure that essential
service facilities can return and provide
services, an activity that is performed to meet
emergency humanitarian aids as soon as the
disaster occurs;

"Restoration" means the support for disaster
victims to return to their normal lives out of the
crisis by restoring the resources and property
they have been destroyed as a result of their
damage;

""Sustainable Rehabilitation” means a step
that is taken and necessary during a post-
disaster to ensure that disaster victims can
recover or build a capacity for the affected
area, population and economic sectors to cope
with the damage, return to their normal routine,

and deal with future risks;

"Food-Related” defined as a

combination of silver; cane and legume grains,

means

vegetables, fruits, animal products, nutritious
food, powdered milk; flour; pasta; biscuits;
dates; cooking oil, and so on, which includes
canned and unpacked foods;

“Reserve Food and Non-Food Stock” means
a non-food and non-food reserve that is used
for emergency purposes, held as a reserve in
the commission's warehouse;

“Aid" means to provide victims with food and
non-food such as shelter, water, medicine
sanitizer and so on, which are needed to save
victim people;

"Temporary Reservoir Centre” means a
place for temporary stay during an emergency
early warning by removing potentially
damaging components from an disaster's reach;
it is also a place to stay temporarily;
“Package” means a document that contains an
alternative support framework that provides for
a society affected by a disaster to be able to
cope back from the damage;

“Social Vulnerability” means non-physical
vulnerabilities relevant to gender, age, type of
work, place, so on, while identity, economic,
political, cultural factors include;

“Publicizing a Disaster” means an appropriate
briefing given by the relevant authority when a
local authority at the place where a disaster
happened confirms the severity of the disaster
and it could not be properly handled by the
local community and needs the support of
others;

“Displacement” means the process of people
being forced to vacate their housing or
surrounding areas and move elsewhere due

to a disaster;
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24. "Person”™ means any physical or juridical
person.

3. Gender Expression

In this Regulation, any expression in the masculine
gender includes the feminine.

4. Scope of Application

This Regulation shall be applicable on the
emergency humanitarian aid, restoration and
sustainably rehabilitate activities in Addis Ababa
City Government by disaster risk management and
people affected by the disaster.

PART TWO

ESTABLISHMENT, DUTY AND
RESPONSIBILITY OF THE DISASTER RISK
MANAGEMENT COUNCIL
5. Establishment

1. A Disaster Risk Management Council was

established (hereafter referred to as ”the
Council”,) under this Regulation to help
strengthen the participation of partners in
risk reduction, disaster

disaster response,

emergency aid, restoration, sustainable

rehabilitation and disaster readiness fund
collection;
2. The Council's accountability will be to the
Mayor;
3. The Commission serves as the Council's
Office.
6. Objective
The objective of the Council will be to address
visible bottlenecks around services provided by
Disaster Risk Management in the pre-disaster and
post-disaster periods, to update its operations and to
consult and orient its services on proposals that will
help increase its contribution to the continuation of
the overall sustainable development of the City.

7. Duty and Responsibility of the Council

The Council will have the following duty and

responsibility:
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1.

It provides comprehensive leadership on policy

and strategy performance in disaster risk

management, monitors and evaluates its

implementation, and provides direction when
necessary;

The Commission also conducts discussions on
the planning and implementation of disaster risk
reduction, disaster response, emergency aid,

restoration, sustainable rehabilitation and

disaster readiness fund collection; it provides
directions;

The Disaster Risk Response Reserve Fund
devises strategies to enhance; it provides the
fund's collection; it makes decisions on support
principles as well as use-related issues, and
monitors its performance;

Projects and packages implemented to support
and rehabilitate disaster victims include
discussions on the planning and implementation
of the resource collection and administer that
the commission conducts; it does support and
consultancy  work; it provides an
implementation direction;

It sets the direction for the effective use of the
capabilities of all actors in order to make the
City Administration's Disaster Risk
Management Service negotiable and effective; it
evaluates its performance;

It supports the collection of resources needed

for the risk of urban disaster, both following the
official declaration of a disaster;

Based on the magnitude and complexity of the
disaster, the Federal Government will announce
that a disaster requiring support has occurred or
that the resulting disaster has been removed;
More resources are needed for response work
and it requires that they be allocated from the
City Government or, depending on the threat,
support from other parties;

Under Sub Article (1) of Article 14 of this
Regulation, it monitors the use of the allocated
budget; if there is a resource in force, it will
ensure that the budget allocated from the
administration is balanced,;

It monitors the appropriately followed by law
and order of the collected resources and
proposes adjustment when there is a procedural
loophole;

The objective of the fund is to be recognized
and supported by every party concerned;

It recommends the development and
implementation of a procedure in which actors
and stakeholders can be recognized and
encouraged through disaster risk reduction,
disaster response, emergency aid, restoration,
sustainable rehabilitation and disaster readiness
fund collection; it provides direction and
monitors its performance.

8. Members of the Council

1.

The Council is designated by the Mayor as:
a) Appropriate to the Heads of the Executive

Institutions of the Administration at all
levels;

b) Religious Institutions, Civil Society, Media
Bodies;

c) The Commercial Sector of Addis Ababa;
and

d) Shall consist of Representatives of other
appropriate Bodies; and shall hold them as
Members.

The Council is chaired by the Mayor, who
becomes the Commission's Commissioner is
Secretary;

While the Council finds it to be necessary,
subject to the provision of a Sub Article (1) of
this Article, it may also result in other officials
of the administration, as well as professionals
invited to submit professional opinions,
participating in the meeting.

9. Meetings of the Council

1.

The Council holds regular meetings twice a

year, however, when it turns out to be
necessary, it may meet at any time at the
convener’s call;

If more than half of the Council members

attend a meeting, it becomes a quorum;

Notwithstanding of this Article, the Council
may adopt its own internal rules of meeting

procedure.

10. Duty and Responsibility of the Commission

The Commission shall have the following duty and

responsibility for the

implimentation of this

Regulation, subject to the powers and duties
conferred by Proclamation:

1.

It collects, administers, makes the reserve fund
operational, monitors, controls and administers
its performance;

The objective of the fund makes it known;

It sets out a plan in which the fund's revenue
will grow, putting it into operation;

It removes non-useable assets in coordination
with the relevant executive institution of the
administration under the City Government
Procurement and Property Administration
Proclamation; if the property is to be disposed
of by sale, it will monetize the money through
the fund's account;

It coordinates resource collection for disaster
reserves and works in coordination with
various stakeholders;

It notifies the City Government in the event of
a disaster that exceeds the Commission's plan
or capacity;

It will make the budget allocated for the project
available for the City's disaster restoration and
rehabilitation under the City Government
Finance Proclamation;

Any victim family or individual will be
provided with aid according to the stand.

PART THREE
EMERGENCY FUND ESTABLISHMENT
AND ADMINISTRATION

11. Establishment of the Emergency Fund

1.

The Addis Ababa City Government Emergency
Fund (hereafter referred to as “the Fund”) was
established under this Regulation to be a
deposit in a special bank account that is opened
by the City Government's Finance Bureau on

behalf of the Commission;
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2. The fund will be administered by the

Commission.

12. Objective of the Fund

1. Following a disaster, or at the origin of the

City's risk of disaster, for post-disaster
response services such as emergency aid,
restoration, and the mobilization and readiness
of resources needed for  sustainable
rehabilitation;

The development of emergency humanitarian
aid, restoration and sustainable rehabilitation
activities for disaster victims, and a procedure
for ensuring the right and use of citizens'
recovery from disasters based on responsibility
and accountability;

The premise of the reserve plan for natural and
man-made disasters is to ensure self-capable
human support readiness and disaster resilience
for recovery from disaster damage during the
post-disaster, emergency humanitarian aid,
restoration and sustainable rehabilitation needs;
Creating disaster resistance capacity to disaster
victims who need psychological support in the

aftermath of natural and man-made disasters:

13. Source of the Fund

The fund will be made up of the following sources
of treasure, whether in money, type or material,
capacity building, as technical support:

1. A revolving disaster readiness waiting budget,

allocated annually from the City Government;
From support from partners, NGOs and
charities within and outside the country and
from members; grants and gifts;

From the City Government's Social Trust Fund
Buffer.

14. Fund Revenue Collection

The fund collects its income from the relevant entity

in the following amount:
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licenses, they have a yearly 5,000.00 (five
thousand) Birr.

15. Resource Collection

1.

The Commission requires an annual budget
from the City Government and a allocated
amount of resources from the Social Trust
Fund, which it collects;

The Commission solicits and collects resources
from partners, NGOs and charities within and
outside the country through the development of
a project proposal;

The Commission receives support and gifts

from the partners and donors;
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10.

The monthly payments collected from
government employees and appointees are
collected through the finance work department
of each Administration's Executive Institutions
or Civil Society, or through the Bureau of
Finance, and then proceeds to the fund's crest.

The fees collected from the commercial
community are collected through the Revenue
Bureau during the tax season and are then put
into the fund's buffer to be monetized;

It is incorporated monthly from the City's
resident with a water payment bill, which is
collected by the Water and Sewerage Authority
to enter the fund's buffer zone;

Funds rose from the sale and purchase of
permanent property are raised monthly through
the Bureau of Land Development and
Administration or the Land Holdings
Registration and Information Agency and are
then raised to the fund's buffer;

The Religious institutions in the city make
annual payments through the commission's
special bank account into the fund's buffer
income; the commission gives receipts for the
payments to the neighborhood Religious
Institutions;

civic societies in the city make annual
payments annually, collected by the Federal
Civil Society Organizations Authority, through
the Commission's special bank account opened
to the fund; the Commission provides
Authority to Civil Society Organizations with
receipts for the payments paid.

According to this Article, the material, food,
medicines and other resources from any
donating organization must be those that meet
the appropriate standard and quality standards,
with no expiry period and 6 months or more
remaining.

16. Fund Administration

1.

The treasure and property collected in kind
would be stored in the Commission's special

warehouse;.
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Procurement of food and non-food resources
for the reserve will be carried out by the Head
Office, which will be located at the base of the
reserve;

Food and non-food resources held by the
disaster readiness fund reserve will be procured
by virtue of procurement laws at head office
and branch offices.

Resources and property collected by the
disaster readiness fund will be liquidated or
non-revenue able by the end of the fiscal year
and will continue through revolving;

The Commission is collected by the City in
every sort of gift and support from separate
sources, stored at the warehouses, and the
assets that can or cannot be serviced, are sold
under the Procurement and Property
Administration Proclamation, and are earned or
disposed of by the fund's account or account
number;

17. Post-Disaster Services

Post-disaster services will be as follows:

1. Holding, organizing, managing, distributing

food and non-food material as reserves for use
in response to emergency humanitarian aid

supplies;

Emergency aid is a restoration support service
for the return of disaster victims to normal life
after disasters; and

It includes support when it is proven that
disaster restoration is needed in perpetuity.

18. Types of Emergency Humanitarian Aid

Daily convergent support food and non-food
materials;

19. Type of Restoration Support

Just rebuilding with the property destroyed in
the disaster;

Fundamental home material fulfillment or
repair.

20. Types of Sustainable Restoration

To sustainably meet the basic need initiated by
emergency support;

Project and package implementation to
establish sustainability;

Infrastructure fulfillment.

PART FOUR

IDENTIFICATION OF DISASTER VICTIMS

AND OBLIGATION

21. Identification of Disaster Victims

Identification of victim and vulnerable to victim as
per the procedure set out below:

Registering, analyzing, and indexing
information of disaster victims in a compilation
form;

In conjunction with the relevant executive
institutions and public organization, conducting
a demand survey about the situation in which
the victims are being set up and receiving
support;

The information gathered will need to be made
public to be criticized and verified by the
victims and locals;

According to Sub Articles (1) and (2) of this
Article, the organized information is that in the
Woreda where the disaster occurred or where
the residents at risk were located, the Woreda
Administration would have to confirm the
imprecision in a letter and send it to the
Commission;

Before the data collected from the Woreda can
be entered into the data base, the Commission
will have to compare and proof read it along
with the data it collected.
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22. Information Organization and Handling

1.

2.

Separate incident victim data, project proposal,
package, asset destruction analysis, payment,
cost order, distribution forms, and other
documents are hard copies scans and are
arranged by soft copy for the data to be
organized;

According to this Article, it inserts organized
data into a data base to be used;

It contains backup information or back-up to
keep the data safe.

23. Obligation of Disaster Victims

1.

The Victim must provide the correct
information when asked by the commission
while engaged in asserttaining victims of
victim;

The casualty of a disaster must prove by
signature that he has received any aid or
support while receiving it;

It must use the support or assistance given to
the disaster victim for its intended objective.

PART FIVE

EMERGENCY FUND USE PROCEDURE

24. Emergency Fund Beneficiary Criteria

1.

The need for emergency aid, restoration and
sustainable rehabilitation must be addressed
from the relevant Sub City or Woreda
Administration and the victim;

The various costs that can be covered by the
fund must first be studied by the Commission
expert, the Sub City or Woreda Administration
representative from the relevant executive
institution and  the  disaster  victims
representative, and submitted to the
Commission has approved;

Disaster victims, who are covered with regular
aid, and whether or not aid is received, must be

screened and delivered by the respective Sub

City or Woreda Administration experts;

Under the provision of Sub Article (2) of this
Acrticle, any aid that was studied at the time and
not approved or recognized by the Commission
could not be covered from funds;

A resource reserved for disaster reserves
cannot be used for other support unless
authorized by a Mayor without natural or man-
made disaster.

25. Emergency Fund-Use

1.

The fund's money will be used for emergency
humanitarian ~ support,  restoration  and
sustainable rehabilitation of people who are
victims of natural and man-made disasters;

Emergency funding will also be used in
accordance with the package project proposal
prepared by the Commission;

Where necessary, support may be provided to
the relevant Federal Executive Institution or to
the Regional States in accordance with the City
Government's decision;

Those that can be covered with the aid of the
fund will be for natural and man-made
disasters that are prioritized by the Commission
depending on the degree of risk;

Notwithstanding the provision of Sub Article
(3) of this Article, it may be allowed with
financial or/and in-kind support from the fund
when decided by a Mayor;

The Commission can also use the fund when it
is decided by a Mayor that the construction and
infrastructure, as well as support, of a center
where people at risk in the City region can stay
temporarily before a disaster.

26. Restoration and Sustainability Rehabilitation

Project Implementation Processes

1.

The Commission

a) Identifies disaster victims psychologically;
materially and to support permanent
treasure;

b) Enough psychological support, scientific
analysis of the extent and type of failure,
designs a package of restoration and
rehabilitate in sustainability;

2. The Commission implements and monitors
restoration and rehabilitate in sustainability
projects, take over them, and make them
available for transfer to victims.

27. Support Grants from the Disaster Readiness
Fund

Support for disaster victims is as follows:
1. Grants for humanitarian aid urgently:

a) Basic Food-related Support;
b) Night and formal wear;
c) Basic Home Material;
d) Psychological and Stabilization Support;
e) Basic Hygiene;
f) Basic temporary accommodation and
infrastructure.
2. Grants provided by the implementation of the
restoration project:

a) Repair and building where there was
property destroyed after temporary
support;

b)  Educational material and payment
support;

C) Medical and drug support;
d)  Work capital support;

e) Miscellaneous training and technical
grants;

f) Restoration or homework funding in the
presence of a shelter house;

0) Home building material support.

3. Grants provided by the implementation of the
sustainable restoration project:

a)  Temporary shelter rental support until
the project is completed;

b)  Employment opportunity and training
and work operative capital support;

C) Support for death funeral enforcement
and family psychological support;
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destroyed housing and  property,
infrastructure are best built in a
sustainable or replacement location, or
that they are available with other
options;

g)  Are to develop projects that can engage
with other stakeholders in jobs that
provide a source of income, and to
support them in getting to work.

28. Support Determination and Quantity

1. Emergency supports provide aid to emergency
victims as a cost from the Commission's
backup warehouse;

2. Emergency, restoration and sustainable
rehabilitation grants are determined by the
directive issued by the Commission on the
amount, quantity of support in cash and kind,
number of people in support and person’s ratio,

standard, package and time limit;

3. Support for restoration and sustainable
rehabilitation, both in-kind and in-cash, will be
provided through the package frameworks that

the Commission develops.

PART SIX
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

29. Bank Accounts of the Fund

The money of the fund will be deposited in a special
bank account that will be opened by the City
Government's Finance Bureau on behalf of the

Commission.

30. The Fund's Accounting Documents

1. The Commission holds complete and accurate
balance sheets regarding the fund's accounts;
2. The fund's account is examined annually by the

General Auditor or the Auditor who designates it.

Transitory Provisions

Prior to the coming into force of this Regulation,
money and property collected and left in force for
the work of the disaster readiness fund will be
transferred to the fund under this Regulation.

Duty to Co-operation and Responsibility

Anyone has the duty to cooperate in the

enforcement of this Regulation.

Liability

Any person who has worked outside the provisions
of this Regulation or disables the Regulation from
being properly enforced, or who has invested funds
to the settlements for their own use, shall be liable
under relevant Civil or/fand Criminal or/and
Administrative Laws.

Inapplicable Procedures

Any regulation or customary practice issued by the
Cabinet that contravenes this regulation shall not
apply to matters covered by this regulation.

Power to Issue Directives

The Commission may issue directive to enforce this
regulation.
Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force as of April 8,
2025.
